CFMA SATELLITE CHAPTER GUIDELINES

1.
All persons who choose to affiliate themselves with a satellite chapter must be members of CFMA nationally.

2. A satellite chapter may charge dues.  In order not to unduly burden the member with excessive dues, the sponsoring chapter and the satellite chapter should coordinate the dues amount and structure.

3. A satellite chapter is required to comply with the applicable sections of the CFMA bylaws.

4. Satellite chapter members may establish committees, as they deem necessary but it is strongly recommended that chapters establish, at a minimum, a Program Committee and Membership Committee to ensure a strong chapter “lifeblood”.

5. In order to start a satellite chapter, there must be at least two individuals to begin with, with the intention of expanding to 5-10 members within a year. 

6. There must be a Sponsoring Chapter and Satellite Chapter Agreement that details the liaison and responsibilities of each to each other. There must be a firm commitment in place from the sponsoring chapter to assist the Satellite Chapter, including financial obligations. 

7.
Satellite chapter members are still members of the sponsoring chapter and are afforded all rights and privileges of that chapter.

8.
A satellite chapter member will serve as a liaison to the sponsoring chapter’s board of directors and a sponsoring chapter member will serve on the satellite chapter’s board of directors for liaison purposes.

9.
The satellite chapter may apply for full chapter status, at the point in time that all criteria for a chapter have been met.
